Wesley 4-H Hustlers Constitution and Bylaws 

Article 1 - Name 

Section I - Name 

The name of this organization shall be the Wesley 4-H Hustlers 4-H club. 

Article 2 - Membership 

Section I - Eligibility 

Any boy or girl in this area 8 - 19 years of age by September 1 of the current year may become a member of this club regardless of race, color, gender, national origin, ancestry, marital status, familial status, sexual orientation or disability. (However, the size of the club may be limited due to space limitations or the leader's available time or ability to accommodate more members). 

Members must re-enroll in 4-H on an annual basis to retain active 4-H member status. 

There are various cut-off dates for different 4-H projects to enroll. Refer to the 4-H Leader for specific details. 

Section 2 - Responsibilities 

Each member is encouraged to participate regularly in club meetings. 

Each member must enroll in a minimum of one project and is encouraged to keep a project record and share what they learned through a talk, demonstration or exhibit .. 

Participation in 4-H is a privilege and participants are expected to show respect and cooperation to 4-H leaders and other participants. Each member is asked to sign and abide by the Illinois 4-H Member Code of Conduct and the Behavior Guidelines established by this club (see exhibit 1). Participants may be removed from 4-H programs or activities for misconduct. 

Section 3 - Voluntary Dues 

This 4-H club may assess voluntary dues to cover club expenses for educational programming. If members cannot pay these dues, they need to discuss the situation with the 4-H leader. 

Article 3 - Meetings 

Section I -Dates 

The club shall meet regularly every first and[ third Monday of each month at 6:30 p.m. at 401 E. Kahler Road (First Methodist Church), Wilmingtorn, IL or such other time and place as named by the Club Leader. The President and 4-H leader, as needed, may call special meetings. Adequate notice is needed. 

Section 2 - Quorum 

A simple majority (one half plus one) of enrolled members must be present to conduct official business 

of the club. 
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Section 3 - Order of Business 

The following order of business shall be followed at regular club meetings: 

1. Call to Order 

2. Pledge of Allegiance and the 4-H Pledge 

3. Roll Call 

4. Minutes of last meeting 

5. Treasurer's report 

6. Report of committees 

7. Unfinished business 

8. New business

10. Announcements 

11. Adjournment 

12. Educational program/project work 

13. Recreation/refreshments (Recreation may be held prior to the meeting) 

Section 4 - Parliamentary Procedure 

Robert's Rules of Order shall govern the meetings of the club. 

Article IV - Election of Officers 

The officers of this club shall be elected at the first regular meeting in September. They shall hold office for one year. All active members who have been a member for one year are eligible to vote. V oting is by majority rule and done by secret ballot. 

Article V - Eligibility to Hold Office Section 1 - Eligibility for office 

Candidates for office shall meet the following requirements: 

1. Member for at least one year 

2. Turned at least one completed project record 

3. Met requirements for presenting talks and demonstrations to the club 

a. 1 st year members must do a talk or demonstration 

b. 2nd year and beyond, must do a talk and demonstration 

4. Met show requirements for at least one project (per county show rule book, though the member may exhibit completion at the annual club tour) 

5. Attended at least 75% of business meetings (or be granted an "Excused") 

Section 2 - Excused Absence 

In order for an absence to be excused, the club member must notifY the Club Leader, President or Corresponding Secretary 30 minutes prior to the business meetings (1 st Monday of each month). An absence shall be excused if the member is sick (including scheduled doctor's appointments), on family vacation or at a scheduled extra-curricular school activity, including practices. In the case of school activities, the member may present a written list of activities to avoid the need to call prior to the meeting. 

Article VI - Officers 

The officers of this club shall include: president, vice-president, recording secretary, corresponding secretary, treasurer, recreation chairman(s), reporter and historian/scrapbook. Duties of the individual offices are outlined in the informational packet-"Helping You Help Officers and Committees." 
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Article 7 - Committees 

Standing or special committees will be created as needed. Members are expected to volunteer for committee assignments. The president has the authority to appoint committee chairs and members. 

An audit committee consisting of one member, one parent, and one volunteer - all of whom do not have signatory rights of the financial accounts will conduct an audit ofthe club financial records. The club leader will see that the audit and records are turned into the Extension Office at the end of each 4-H year. (August) 

Article VIII - Fiscal Operations 

Section I - Fiscal Policies 

The club will follow all University of Illinois fiscal policies as well as state and federal regulations. 

Section 2 - Tax Exempt Status 

The club is authorized to use the University of Illinois identification number for tax-exempt organizations in order to purchase items in support of 4-H activities. 

Section3 - Project Book Cost 

Members not completing the requirements outlined under Article V, Section 1 may be required to pay the cost of their project books the following year. 

Article lX- Amendments 

This constitution may be amended at any regular meeting by a two-thirds vote cast by those in attend~nce, providing notice has been given at the pr~vious meeting. 

Article X - Dissolution 

If this club disbands, all club assets shall be assigned to the Will County Extension Office to be used for 4-H programming.
